Under 1’s group & Health Visitor 
We are now running an under 1’s group with 
other     activities for older siblings, this group is 
to help you understand the development of your 
under1’s and is run alongside our health visitor 
drop in sessions on a Monday 
 
Baby Massage Classes

New Groups at the Centre 
 
As we are sure you have noticed we know have a 
lovely big centre, and we feel we need to use it to its 
full potential, so have introduced a number of new 
groups for you to access within the centre. These 
can be seen below with a brief description of each. 
 Lunchclub– This Group is here to both teach 

you the benefits of a healthy diet for you and 
your children and support you in the battle to 
get your children eating a stable diet. 

 After school Club-This group runs alongside 
the postnatal training provided by the health 
visitors and ensures your children are 
entertained with age appropriate activities 
while you are discussing issues with the 
health     visitor. This group will be open to 
children of any age. 

 Midwife Appointments-The local midwife team 
is now operating from the centre, although this 
is an appointment service you can book 
through us here at the    centre, The midwife 
also aims to run courses from the centre to 
support you during your pregnancy and after 
birth please ask within the centre for more 
details alternatively you can ask your midwife 
for more info.
